Moreover,  complex sentences with a developed 

system of clauses. And last one is considerable amount of approisal.[6]. 

In Scientific Style we should to prove a hypothesis to create new concepts to disclose  

the internal Laws of existence , development, relationship,  between different 

phenomena and the main features are that : the use of nouns and verbs in abstract
